
ROMANS 6 V.1 What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin that grace 
may abound? 

2 Certainly not! How shall we who died to sin live any longer in it?

Free from Indwelling Sin

ROMANS 8  v.1 There is therefore now no condemnation 
to those who are in Christ Jesus, who do not walk 
according to the flesh, BUT ACCORDING TO THE SPIRIT.

The ministry of reconciliation in the Bible refers to the divine 
mission of restoring the broken relationship between God and 
humanity through Jesus Christ.

THE MINISTRY OF RECONCILIATION?

The ministry of reconciliation in the Bible refers to the divine mission of restoring 
the broken relationship between God and humanity through Jesus Christ. 
This concept is most clearly explained in 2 Corinthians 5:18–20, where the Apostle 
Paul writes:“All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and 
gave us  that God was  the world to the ministry of reconciliation: reconciling
himself in Christ,  And he has NOT COUNTING PEOPLE’S SINS AGAINST THEM.
COMMITTED to us the message of reconciliation. Committed = having made a 
pledge or commitment to someone (such as a romantic partner) or something 
(such as a cause) 
”Key Ideas Behind the Ministry of Reconciliation: God Initiates Reconciliation: It 
begins with God,  who desires to restore fellowship with humanity. Through Jesus’ 
death and resurrection, the barrier of sin is removed. Believers Are Reconciled: 
Those who accept Christ are reconciled to God THEIR SINS ARE FORGIVEN, AND — 
THEY ARE MADE RIGHT WITH HIM.
BELIEVERS BECOME AMBASSADORS: Christians are then entrusted with the 
“ministry” or “message” of reconciliation — sharing the gospel and encouraging 
others to be reconciled to God.
Ambassadors for Christ: Paul uses the metaphor of ambassadors to describe 
believers’ role in representing Christ and urging others to accept God’s offer of 
PEACE.

AMBASSADORS:  These are official representatives of a country who 
are sent to another country to manage diplomatic relations. 
They usually work at embassies and represent their home country's 
interests abroad. 
Example: The U.S. Ambassador to France works to maintain good 
relations between the United States and France.

 Legal Authority and Role : Appointed by a sovereign state, 
ambassadors are the highest-ranking diplomatic representatives in a 
foreign country.
They are authorized to negotiate treaties, represent their country in 
international forums, and manage diplomatic relations. 
[Ambassador...Diplomacy]Ambassadors operate from embassies, 
which are considered sovereign territory of the sending state under 
international law. 

Diplomatic Immunity: Under the Vienna Convention: 
Criminal Immunity: Ambassadors are immune from the host country’s criminal jurisdiction. They cannot be arrested or 
prosecuted. 

Civil and Administrative Immunity: They are generally exempt from civil lawsuits, except in specific cases (e.g., private 
property disputes or commercial activities outside official duties). 

Personal Inviolability: Their person, residence, and property are protected from search, seizure, or intrusion.
